211 Bradford Street consists of two buildings; The first one is a 1 1/2-story, 3-4-bay dwelling with a cross-gable roof covered in asphalt shingles and
central brick chimney; The exterior is clad in wood shingles and the foundation is concrete block; The fenestration includes 2/2 wood DHS, a bow
window with modern single-pane fixed flanked by 1/1 vinyl DHS, a bow window with 2/1 wood DHS flanked by 1/1 wood DHS, a 10-pane awning,
